While | love to reread old favorites,
these books should be new to you.

Books should be grade-level in complexity and an appropriate length.

These books should be from at least two different genres and include only one graphic novel.

Nonfiction - writing that is frue Fiction - imaginative or made up writing
Persuasive - tries fo influence the reader Historical - set in the past & based on real people and/or events
Informational - explains something Science - has aliens, robofts, and/or futuristic technology
Autobiography - life story written by oneself Realistic - has no elements of fantasy; could be true but isn't
Biography - about someone else's life Fantasy - has monsters, magic or characters with superpowers

Horror - evoke a feeling of fright in characters and readers
Mystery - solution of a crime or unraveling of secrefts
